Policy Review:  Tardiness 
 

The following is excerpted from the School Handbook: 
 
TARDINESS   
It is imperative that students are at school, in their classrooms and ready to learn by 8:15.  
A studentôs tardiness impacts the learning and day of the students. Not only does tardiness 
disrupt the classroom, it does not allow students the necessary time to begin their day 
calmly; it can set a rushed or strained tone for their day.     
 
Therefore, if a student is late: 

Parents must escort their children into the building, stop at the office for a late pass, 
and escort their child to the classroom.    

Students will not be allowed to go to class without a parent.   
Students who are late more than three times in a trimester will be required to meet with 

the principal to discuss intervention strategies. 
 
If your child will be late due to a scheduled appointment, please contact the office or send a 
note in advance.  
 
Tardiness can negatively impact your child’s entire day.  Please make every effort to en-
sure your child is not entering the front door at 8:15 AM, but is seated and ready to learn in 
his/her classrooms by 8:15.  Your cooperation in this effort to set a good example and rein-
force good habits is much appreciated!
